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	Introduction and Scope Note
The Adrienne Lee Ferté Memorial Collection of contemporary literature was donated to SOU Library’s Special Collections in 2000 by Thomas L. Ferté. The focus of the collection is contemporary American poetry including many works by Oregon and Northwest poets.  Of particular note are works by William Stafford, Madeline DeFrees, Ursula LeGuin, Carolyn Kizer, Vern Rutsala, D. H. Lawrence and Robert Bly.  Many of the volumes are signed, first editions.  

Thomas Ferté, a retired English teacher, donated the collection. Ferté, Professor Emeritus of Western Oregon University and 1960 SOU graduate, established this collection in honor of his daughter, Adrienne Lee, who died in an automobile accident in 1985.  

The collection now contains over 1,000 volumes of poetry, accessed through the library catalog, and 1 box of miscellaneous items described below. Box one contains file folders of correspondence between Mr. Ferté and various poets/authors as well as newspaper articles, receipts and advertisements relating to the authors represented in the collection.
